I strongly urge the Utilities Commission to side with Faith Community Church and NC
Warn to allow third party sales of
renewable electricty.
A few years ago I trained Army Reserves and Civil Affairs in sustainable agricultural
practices on my farm in Cumberland/Bladen counties.
One of the topics included using our solar panel powered pumps to supply our drip
irrigation and pump water from underground rain collection site onto the fields.
We produced enough excess electricity to supply a small amount back to the grid but the
rural electric op-ops had no mechanism to buy it.
We also tried to organize a voluntary carbon trade market located within the state buyers
(again the co-ops or Duke) and NC farmers
but the strangle hold Duke had on the renewables market made it impossible,
Until N.C. allows innovation and entrepreneurial opportunites within the framework of

actual competition in renewable energy the State will also lag in rural economic

development.
